Introduction

The Latin American Research Council (CLACSO), the Compar ative Research Programme on
Poverty (CROP) and the Joaquim Nabuco Foundation (FIN) will meet together with a group
of diginguished academics and specidists to debate the dternatives for the State to act to
dleviate poverty, inequdity and socid excluson. The debate over four days is being directed
to especidly cepture the particulaities of these problems in the Lain American and
Caribbean region. The am being to drengthen the regiond understanding and sudies of

poverty.

In addition, the event will am to promote a comparative approach to this problem through the
andyss of case studies from other regions and the debates on programmes and practices that
have taken place in other places in the world. These perspectives have the means to contribute
postivey to the productivity and continuity of research in the less economicaly developed
countriesin Latin America and the Caribbean.

The seminar’s debates prioritise questions related to the effects and capacity of State reforms
and the politics of neo-liberd dructura adjusment to reduce poverty a the nationd,
provincid and municipd leve. As such, they will propose dternative perspectives and
concrete instruments of intervention that can help to sustain state policies for the reduction of
poverty. Specid attention will be given to the conditions and viability of these policies. They
will dso indicate the public and private mechanians to control the effectiveness of the
policies to reduce poverty and produce changes that dleviate this crucid problem.

The presentations and discussions that will take place during the course of the seminar’s four
days will place on the agenda the mechanisms and conditions that limit state policies for the
reduction of poverty, such as the influence of dites - a the nationd and internationd levels —
in the formation of policy. In this sense, they will examine how internationd actors such as
the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the World Bank and governments of the G-7
countries influence the design and execution of poverty-reducing politics and policy. Specid
condderation will aso be given to the role of date legidators in the design, execution and
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control of poverty reducing policies, with discusson and consderation of provincid and date
budgets.
